Travelling by train:

If you decide to come by train, the university is very easy to reach. From the train station, follow the road immediately
opposite the main entrance (rue Godefroid). Turn right at the T-junction into the rue de Bruxelles. The university's main
entrance is at nr. 61 and is the only entrance open on Saturdays. Once inside, follow the signposts.

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Travelling by car:
Because Saturday is market day in Namur, some of the roads in the immediate vicinity of the faculty (including the rue
de Bruxelles) will not be accessible to cars. The best way to work around this is to park at the university's parking lot in
the rue Henri Lemaitre, which is within easy walking distance (5 to 10 minutes) of the Arts faculty. Here's how to

proceed:

1. Download and print out the parking permit.

2. Drive to rue Henri Lemaitre 12 in Namur. The university's mobility website gives the following directions (but if you
have GPS you are more likely to rely on that of course, and if not you may want to turn to a site such as Mappy or

Google Maps for customised and more detailed directions):
Follow the main road straight on (way to Charleroi)

Take the next tunnel and cross the bridge over the river Sambre
Carry on until you reach Place Wiertz (the square with a roundabout and a statue of King Leopold I1)

Take the round-about and leave it to the left (Avenue Reine Astrid)
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Take the first one-way street on the left again (Rue Henri Lemaitre)
Carry on till you see the FUNDP's guest parking lot
3. Place the parking permit behind your windscreen.

4. Walk from the parking lot to the rue de Bruxelles 61 following the itinerary given below (you need not be able to walk
on water; a pedestrian bridge is missing from Google's map). Click on 'view larger map' to go to a full-size printable

map.
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
